（Maintenance expenses and electric fees are from the membership fees.） 

③Deepen the relationship between the neighbors by joining the traditional ward festival and 

annual events. 

（For example the Autumn Festival and Bon festival dance） 

④Keep the living environment clean and neatly by involving in mowing and other cleaning 

events regularly. 

（These kind of voluntary community work is called “Fushin” (普請) in Japan.） 

⑤Get the up-to-date information and notification from Hakuba Village Office and the 

community by receiving Hakuba monthly publication and other notices.   

⑥Able to join the ward Kid’s club and make use of the ward community center (Kominkan).
